Results and Discussions will contain the experimental results, presented in tables (average values, when necessary). The results will be discussed and compared. Graphic presentation of data is preferable. 

Conclusions must be concise and present the main ideas resulting from the experiment. Future directions of research can be mentioned.

The minimum length of a paper is 6 pages, while the maximum is 14 pages. 

Papers with extensive and comprehensive monographic content will be accepted only from well known specialists. In this case the reference list should include a significant number of references (at least 30).
